They don’t have to be new paintings, perhaps you have a relatively recent larger 
one and can do up a smaller one to participate; or maybe you already have two 
candidates... as long as they meet the Conditions above.

Bring both paintings with you to the June 23rd Members’ Meeting at North Fred
at 12:45 pm.
